     Hopefully, this letter will answer the many questions you might have about your son’s interest in playing sports here at Sartartia next year as a 7th or 8th grader.  First and most importantly, your son will need to get a doctor’s physical turned in to the coaches office to participate in any sport.  Travis High School will offer physicals to middle school and high school students on Thursday, May 22nd  from 6-8 pm.  The cost is $20  cash only.  Austin High School will also offer physicals on Tuesday, May 27th  from 6-8 pm and the cost is also $20 cash.   Kempner High School physicals are on Thursday May 15th from 6-8 pm and the cost is $20 cash.     

Football

Every boy that comes out for football makes the team.  We do not make cuts in football.  We will have both an A team and a B team in 7th and 8th grade next year.  In order to conduct practice after school on the first day of class, August 25th, we will issue equipment to those boys who have a completed doctor’s physical on Thursday, August 21st from 5 p.m. till 7 p.m.   Please take advantage of this date to give your son the best chance to earn playing time.  While we still issue equipment thru the first week of school, the boys that come out late are behind in practice time, they also lose very important time in drills, and are usually the first ones to quit the team because their practice and playing time is very limited.  Please make plans to pick up football equipment early on August 21st.  For the first 4 practices, the boys will need to wear black athletic shorts for practice.  We only wear shorts and the t-shirt provided by the school for the first 4 practices.  We issue every piece of equipment except for shoes.  We encourage all of our athletes to purchase their own football shoes (please have black and white be the predominant colors).  We have shoes on our shelf if needed, but they are not of the best quality and we hear from the boys that they are not comfortable to wear.     

Basketball

Basketball tryouts begin a few days after football season is over in early November. There are cuts in basketball.  Tryouts will last 3 or more days.  Nobody can tryout without a doctor’s physical turned in.  Don’t wait till the last minute to get a physical because everyone in Fort Bend County will be looking to get in to see a doctor at this time.  

Track

Track season begins a few days after basketball season is over, sometime in the middle of February.  A physical in needed to attend track practice.  Everyone who joins the track team will participate in a meet, there are no cuts in Track.   We have 5 track meets scheduled every year.

Tennis

Tennis tryouts also begin a few days after basketball season is over.  Again, a physical is needed in order to tryout for the tennis team.  The tennis team consists of 8 boys, 7th and 8th graders try out together for these 8 spots.
